Making the
decision to close a school is always a difficult one and you cannot please everyone but it will always be based on the
safety of children and staff. If the staff ratio to children is low, if the school site is unsafe and if travelling conditions are
poor, the school will be closed. If we do have more severe weather can I please remind parents to first check our school
website, our twitter account, the Friends of Hawksworth Facebook page or Leeds City Council *School Closure’ webpage.
Phoning the school between 6.00am and 8.30am is not an option as the office is closed and is not manned (many
messages were left by parents between these times).

If this present cold spell continues please ensure your child has appropriate warm clothing to play outside during the
cold weather and a dry pair of shoes to change in to when they come inside.
