Building Work

School will be a hive of activity throughout the Summer holidays. We have ‘Multi-media Installations’, a company we
have used before, installing a new security gate, new fencing, new CCTV cameras and new intercoms for both sides of
the school. We also have builders ripping out the wooden plywood carcass below the original Class 1 canopy and
replacing it with brick walls, which will then be rendered and a newly fabricated metal stairs will also be installed which
will be placed at a more suitable angle for younger children. We have ‘Simply Playgrounds’ spending a week laying a
safety surface around ‘The Light’ classroom and within the ‘area of reflection’. We also have workman carrying out
alterations to Class 2's classroom. Hopefully, all the work will be completed before we return in September.

Drama workshops

This year the children have participated in a lot of dancing and drama experience through their workshops led by
Northern Arts (who will be back next year!). Last week though we had LM Stage School in and they worked with all
four classes and the feedback from staff and children was very positive indeed.
