Class 3

This week in Class 3 we have had an excellent and immersive week furthering our learning of the Rainforest. We have
continued our work around The Great Kapok Tree and wrote our own persuasive speech to 'the small man' using
emotive language, rhetorical questions and inverted commas to persuade him not to cut down The Kapok Tree.
